New Father Vincent High School Building:
After nine years operating in a leased facility in
Vass, NC, the Father Vincent Capodanno High
School joyfully opened their first building in a
ribbon cutting ceremony in May, 2026. The
land for the school was obtained from a local
farmer who also participated in site excavation
and preparation. The building houses
classrooms, a small chapel, offices, a teaching
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kitchen, and multi-purposes spaces. To date,
there are 38 alumni of the high school with 7
graduates in 2026, all college bound. The
ceremony opened with a prayer for the
intercession of Servant of God Father Vincent
Capodanno that the school would achieve
success in fulfilling their mission to serve God
in the community. Mary and Rick Preece
represented our guild at the ribbon cutting
ceremony and passed on that the students
(you may recall that they are appropriately
called, “Grunts”) were thrilled.
